1. Those requesting ANY INPUT must:

1. Ensure that the person authorised to make payment is aware of the terms and conditions and the payment terms and conditions

2. Visit my website and familiarise themselves with input content prior to making the booking
a. Inform attendees, at least a week before input takes place, the following:

b. The content of the input which some may experience as hard-hitting, uncomfortable and upsetting
c. That educational films may be used which show drug and alcohol use, small amounts of violence, swearing, undressing and scenes which imply sexual abuse, and that some may find these upsetting and uncomfortable to watch

d. That the input may include the use of real-life hard-hitting stories of boys who have experienced abuse, and of adults who have perpetrated abuse
e. That photos of real perpetrators may be shown

3. Provide copies of any handouts supplied by Phil to attendees, and provide their own certificates of attendance if they so wish
4. Manage the administration and promotion of input 
5. Understand that the larger the number of attendees, the less interactive the input will be
6. Accept that the PowerPoint used will be amended slightly and emailed to them as a PDF after the input has been delivered, and when payment has been made

2. Those requesting PROFESSIONAL INPUT must additionally:

1. Inform attendees at least a week before the input takes place that the training may highlight various responses made by a range of services and that the input may not be suitable for those who are easily offended and do not like to hear examples of poor practice

2. Inform attendees at least a week before the input takes place the start and finish times, and the importance of starting on time

3. Inform attendees that they may be included in any photos that are taken which may be shared online

4. Inform attendees that they should conduct themselves professionally and respectfully during input delivery

3. Those requesting PROFESSIONAL INPUT 2 and 3 (Identifying boys, and Understanding/Engaging with boys) must additionally:
1. Inform attendees at least a week before the input takes place that part of the training may require attendees to move around the room
2. Allow resources to be stuck on the wall with blu-tak
3. Provide a flipchart stand, flipchart paper and four marker pens

4. Provide a minimum of 12 attendees with a maximum limit of 24

5. Take responsibility for highlighting housekeeping and evacuation procedures to attendees or clearly communicate this to Phil including what is expected 

6. Ensure the space provided is set up for discussions to be held by four small groups

4. Those requesting IN-PERSON INPUT must additionally:

1. Ensure an appropriate space is provided for input to take place

2. Provide the following equipment and facilities ensuring that they are all set up and ready to use:

a. A laptop or computer that has facilities to show a PowerPoint presentation and a film via USB

b. A projector with a clear bulb and good projection

c. Good quality speakers or a good sound system

3. Ensure the laptop provided (if applicable) is compatible with the presentation used by Phil e.g., the version of PowerPoint and the size. Please check with Phil

4. Give Phil reasonable notice if they require him to provide his own laptop

5. Those requesting INPUT FOR YOUNG PEOPLE must additionally:

1. Give attendees the option not to attend, ensuring they are fully aware of the session content at least a week before

2. Ensure that appropriate procedures and support are in place should a young person become upset and/or make a disclosure 

3. Ensure that during the input an appropriate professional is present at all times who is aware of input content, will manage the environment, discipline attendees if needed and respond to concerns

4. Ensure that attendees have access to appropriate support and/or someone to talk to immediately after the session in the event that they have any further questions, wish to make a disclosure and/or seek support

5. Ensure that input does not take place before another lesson, as attendees may need time to process, ask questions and possibly disclose

6. Those requesting ONLINE INPUT must additionally:

1. Inform attendees that recording of the online input is not permitted

2. Ensure an appropriate person signs people into the online input and manages any late arrivals

7. Payment Terms and Conditions
